
	 	 • Outhouse must contain a seat.
	 	 • Wheels of any size or shape are acceptable for use, just remember it’s a race.
	 	 • The only power acceptable for use in terms of moving the outhouse is manpower.	
	 	 • No ropes or rope-like materials can be used for leverage to move the outhouse.
	 	 • Added items used for mobility purposes must be properly secured.
	 	 • Outhouse must weigh a minimum of 200 lbs. unoccupied - be prepared to have it
	 	 	 weighed.
	 	 • To assure the limit, the “back-end parade crew” will be ready with 50-lb. bags of 
	 	 	 steer manure to help teams make weight.

8.	Outhouses must be lined up and ready for viewing by costume and outhouse judges 
	 an hour prior to the start of the race.

9.	Racing Rules:
	 	 • Heat competitors will be determined by drawing numbers prior to the initial race.
	 	 • Appropriate attire is recommended for pilot (i.e. helmets or hard hats, rubber 
	 	 	 gloves, snorkels, outhouse goggles, rubber boots, shower cap, clothing that can 
	 	 	 get damaged, and protective clothing - knee and elbow pads).
